REJUVENS increases the durability of floor finishes and enhances gloss levels. REJUVENS effectively repairs
scratches and reduces the appearance of scuffing, black heel marks, ground in dirt and surface scratches.

Save time and money by using REJUVENS to clean and maintain floors with a simple to use application via an
auto scrubber or mop and bucket. Using REJUVENS as directed extends the time between cutback and recoat
processes. REJUVENS is designed to be used in conjunction with Tempo HD in a weekly maintenance schedule.
REJUVENS should be used twice weekly to restore and rejuvenate sealed floors.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE:

REJUVENS can be used to clean and improve the appearance of many types of unsealed floors. It will help to
reduce black marks and facilitate their easy removal.

REJUVENS should be used 2-3 times per week on commercial floors and as required in residential premises (once
a month may be sufficient depending on foot traffic). REJUVENS8 can be used in standard autoscrubbers or with
a mop and bucket.

Dilute REJUVENS with water for the following applications:
Autoscrubber 17mL/L (1L per 60L tank)
Mop & Bucket 17mL/L (170mL per 10L bucket)

Note: REJUVENS is not suitable for use as a spray buff. Always test products in a small, discrete area before large
scale application.
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Maintenance schedule for a sealed floor:
Sweep floors daily.
4-5 days/week: Mop or scrub floor with Tempo HD & then buff

2-3 days/week: Mop or scrub floor with Rejuven8 and then buff. This provides extra wear and durability to the
floor finish while also increasing slip resistance.

Yellow floors are typically an indication that you may be either using too much maintainer, or the polish is getting
old and worn, especially in areas of high traffic. It is suggested that you either wash off the old maintainer, or strip
and reseal to get the best result from your floors.
